Ocean Divers Scholarship Program

Prerequisite Requirements:

1. Be certified at a minimum as an Open Water Diver for at least 6 months

2. Be certified as a Advanced Open Water Diver, Rescue Diver, and PADI Divemaster . If you 
do not currently have these ratings you 
may still apply for the Scholarship, but you will 
have to provide funding for class tuition, books, materials and all PADI fees.

3. Provide a valid medical examination form (use the PADI Medical Statement Form). The 
medical must verify you are physically fit for SCUBA diving, be signed and dated by a 
physician within one year of the final day of the course being applied for.

4. Have at least 60 logged scuba dives

5. Must be able to pass a random drug test.

6. Be 18 years of age by the start of any classes.

7. Be a US citizen.

The Ocean Divers Scholarship will provide:

1. Tuition for the PADI Emergency First Response Instructor course, PADI Instructor 
Development Course and PADI Master Scuba Diver Trainer prep course (over a $2300 
value).

2. Dormitory housing while you are attending the Scholarship courses and during the 
Internship section of the program.

What the Scholarship Winner must provide:

1. Transportation to and from the Dormitory and Ocean Divers training facility.

2. Food (no meals are provided)

3. All Scuba equipment (except for tanks and weights).

4. Provide funding for PADI Materials, On-line class fee, PADI registration fee and PADI 

          Instructor Examination while in the scholarship program.

5. Proof of Professional Liability Insurance once the Instructor Examination is completed

Expectations of the Scholarship winner:

1. Diligently study to successfully pass all the classes.

2. At the conclusion of the MSDT program be on the dive boats giving an environmental 
briefing and environmental tour of the reefs and wrecks to Ocean Divers guests.

3. Daily updates on Ocean Divers Facebook page and Twitter.

4. Conduct them selves in a professional manner while in class and during internship.

5. Follow all PADI Standards and Safe Diving Practices.
